In March FECL collaborated with Etowah Area 
Senior Center on their Appalachian Project, 
donated items delivered to an area in Kentucky 
where needs are great and income is small.  We 
contributed eleven boxes of used books for 
children, adults, textbooks, and religious 
themes.  A group from Wilson Station 
Presbyterian Church on the McMinn-Monroe 
County Line provided transportation.  In August 
we donated an additional ten boxes, and have 
received many thank-yous. 
  
FECL was incorporated as of 5-31-11 and 
received approval of nonprofit status from the 
State of Tennessee.  Attorney Russell J. Blair 
was of great assistance preparing the corporate 
paperwork and filing.  We are now working with 
Easytax Plus on the IRS application for 501 (c) 
(3) approval.  When obtained, this will be a huge 
step in expanding our organization to better 
support the library. 
 
The Friends group voted to maintain the two 
large planters at the base of the steps, changing 
growies spring and fall as necessary.  Hope you 
have noticed the happy little multicolored 
flowers, called Callie Pure Joy Mix.  These were 
purchased early from Etowah Garden Center 
and are thriving in this hot sun.
